·Resale Program
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·Maintenance is provided by JCW and is included in 
our Operations and Maintenance budget.

·Visual and auditory alarm will indicate if problems 
occur.

·JCW service provider will typically respond within 
two hours of being notified.  The response time 
may be longer during mass power outage.

·Generator port on the side of control panel may be 
used if a power outage occurs.  Service provider 
will pump it down twice a day.
